
Greetings Shipmates, 
     The USS King (DLG-10/DDG-41) Association Board of Directors are proud to present you 
with the information on this year’s Reunion in Branson, MO. We think you will be pleased with 
what is being offered. 
     First of all, where in the World is Branson, MO and why are we having our reunion there.  
Branson, MO is about 40 miles South of Springfield, MO and about 150 miles South of St. Louis. 
Is it convenient to get to? The answer is NO. Although Branson is, or is fast becoming the enter-
tainment Mecca of the mid-west, the most convenient way to get there is to fly into Springfield 
and take a Shuttle to Branson or drive to Branson in a rental car or private vehicle. The Shuttle 
Service will cost about $39.95 per person one way (minimum of 2 occupancy). If you desire or are 
interested, let me know you flight schedules and I will look into a group rental, but I need 7 or 
more. The cost for that is $225 one way. We would have to book these ser-
vices outside the regular Reunion Registration. Once you get to Branson, 
you will see that it was all worth it. Branson is located at the foot of the 
Ozark Mountains and the countryside is magnificent. 
     The hotel that we have chosen for our reunion is the Radisson Hotel  
Branson. The Radisson caters to many military reunion groups and  
their high regard for Veterans is apparent as you walk through the  
property. To make Reservations, call 1-888-566-5290 and identify  
yourself as USS King. The Room Rates are:  
Room with Double or King Bed - $76 Plus Tax per night 
Leisure Suite with one King Bed - $159 plus tax per night 
Presidential Suite - $179 plus tax per night  
 
     It is advised that you make your hotel reservations as early as possible 
 as we only have a very conservative number of rooms set aside for us 
 (financial risk), if we can identify early additional room requirements, 
The hotel may be able to help us. Remember, you have until 6 PM the 
 night of the 14th to cancel without incurring any cost.  
 
     The tour we have set up will prove a full day of  
enjoyment; a bus will  pick us up at the Hotel Friday  
morning and give us a tour of Branson and the local  
attractions, then we will go to Table Top Lake for a  
Memorial Service and board the Branson Belle Showboat  
for a luncheon and Entertainment. Upon our return to the  
berth, the bus will return us to the hotel. 
 
     We will once again have a Raffle Table set up. The 
 monies made from these raffles is used to offset some of  
the cost of the reunion for the next year. In Baltimore, the  
Raffle Table brought in over $400, those attending this year’s  
reunion will enjoy the benefits of that raffle. If you desire to 
 furnish something for the table, you are more than welcome.
